Admission 


Students who wish to apply for admission to the K-12 Teaching Concentration internship program in art 


education must complete the following Stages. 


Stage I: Complete an evaluation for internship. Students must also meet the following criteria to be 


cleared for the internship: 


1. Obtain a “C” or better in the following pre-education core courses: ARED 10003, CIED 30203, 


and CIED 30303. 


2. Obtain a "C" or better in ARED 31003, ARED 30003, and ARED 40003.

4. Prior to enrollment in ARED 4760V Student Teaching in Art and ARED 47703 Professional 


Development in Art Education, complete other  degree requirements with a cumulative GPA of 


2.50 or higher and a 3.0 in all School of Art coursework. 


5. Obtain departmental clearance for internship based on successful completion of portfolio 


review, GPA and  coursework requirements, an interview with Art Education faculty, and/or 


other specified recommendations by your program. 


Stage II: Internship 


1. Complete the one-semester internship at one elementary and one secondary placement 


at approved locations. 


2. Complete Praxis II requirements. See your adviser for details. 


Students should always consult the Coordinator of Teacher Education for any licensure requirement 


changes. Students will not be licensed to teach in Arkansas until they have met all requirements for 


licensure as set forth by the Arkansas Department of Education. 


Usually licensure in another state is facilitated by qualifying for a license in Arkansas. An application in 


another state must be made on the application form of that state, which can be obtained by request from 


the State Teacher Licensure office in the capital city. An official transcript should accompany the 


application. In many instances the applications are referred to the Coordinator of Teacher Education to 


verify program completion in teacher education.

Admission 


Students who wish to apply for admission to the K-12 Teaching Concentration residency in art 


education must complete the following Stages. 


Stage I: Complete an evaluation for residency in art education. Students must also meet the 


following criteria to be cleared for the residency: 


1. Register through the Razorback Educator Development Hub upon completion of ARED 


10003 for the purpose of background checks. Please contact the Office of Teacher 


Education for more information at teach-ed@uark.edu. 


2. Obtain a “C” or better in the following core courses: ARED 10003, CIED 30203/40203, 


or ARED 30103, ARED 31003, and CIED 30303. 


3. Prior to enrollment in ARED 4760V  (2nd residency semester), and ARED 47703, 


complete other degree requirements with a cumulative GPA of 2.50 or higher and a 3.0 in 


all School of Art coursework. 


4. Obtain clearance for residency in art education based on successful completion 


of portfolio review, GPA and coursework requirements, an interview with Art Education 


faculty, and/or other specified recommendations by your program. 


Stage II: Residency in Art Education (1st semester) 


1. Complete the 1st semester residency in art education at one elementary and one secondary 


placement at approved locations (270 hours) and enroll simultaneously in ARED 30003. 


2. Complete two formal TESS observations, one at each placement site.  


3. Complete Praxis II requirements. See your adviser for details. 


4. Maintain a cumulative GPA of 2.50 or higher and a 3.0 in all School of Art coursework 


and obtain a “C” or better in ARED 30003 and ARED 4760V.  


Stage III: Residency in Art Education (2nd semester) 


1. Complete 2nd semester residency in art education at one elementary and one secondary 


placement at approved locations (5 days per week) and enroll simultaneously in ARED 


47703. 


2. Complete four formal TESS observations, two at each school placement site.  


Students should always consult the Coordinator of Teacher Education for any licensure 


requirement changes. Students will not be licensed to teach in Arkansas until they have met all 


requirements for licensure as set forth by the Arkansas Department of Education. 


Usually, licensure in another state is facilitated by qualifying for a license in Arkansas. An 


application in another state must be made on the application form of that state, which can be 


obtained by request from the State Teacher Licensure office in the capital city. An official 


transcript should accompany the application. In many instances the applications are referred to 


the Coordinator of Teacher Education to verify program completion in teacher education.
