13. Reason for proposed action:



1. The previous name (Center for Communication and Media Research) privileged a particular domain of communication research. The proposed name change to the Center for Communication Research is more inclusive of the research that the Department of Communication's faculty conduct and publish.  



2. The Center for Communication Research is structured to advance research agendas and secure grant funding more broadly than a center focused primarily on media.  



3. The Center for Communication Research will maintain the professional relationships established through the Center for Communication and Media Research with faculty from the School of Journalism and Strategic Media, the Department of Political Science, the Department of Psychological Science, the Department of Sociology and Criminology, and the Department of Computer Science and Computer Engineering. In addition, the CCR will strategically recruit new faculty affiliates from multiple colleges and departments.



4. The Center for Communication Research will be located in 1,347 square feet of space in Kimpel Hall 405 (889 sq. ft.) and 405a (458 sq. ft.). These spaces were renovated in spring 2018 at a cost of $70,300 with equipment installation at a cost of $139,300. Further renovations are expected. 



5. This facility includes advanced research technology that is available for faculty affiliates: 

a. 15 seat audience response lab (with plans to expand to 30 seats) that includes the following hardware and software:

i. DialSmith for in-person and online perception analysis

b. Physiological data collection spaces: 

i. BIOPAC for physiological data collection

ii. Tobi Pro for screen-based eye tracking 

c. Content Analysis data collection spaces:

i. TiVo for live television recording

ii. SnapStream for recording television and searching recorded content  

d. Interpersonal and small group data collection spaces:

i. Unobtrusive audio and video recording equipment for focus groups, interviews, and interactions
